Recreation Department Fishout:  This event also went well, with Lions Mike Dahl, Roger Scott, Pedro Mota and Paul Breitag doing the duties.  They put in 28 hours and raised $80.  There was a $100 in kind donation from the club.  All the leftovers were donated back to the club, including hotdogs, buns, chips and candy.  The candy was given to Little League and the rest was used at Red Suspenders Day.
Work Project:  Lions Henk and Henny Roelofs went to Camp McCumber and installed the flooring in the Nurse’s Cabin as had been discussed earlier, working 63 hours and spending $695.04.  This amount has been reimbursed to Lions Roelofs by the Camp McCumber Board.    

Easter Egg Hunt:  Due to a donation from Safeway to cover the cost of all the eggs (400 dozen), we were able to put on this event for only $233, all the prizes, including some for next year, and the minor costs of boiling and dyeing the eggs.  If you get a chance, let Safeway know you appreciate their donation to  the cause!
Fireworks Sales:  The Fourth of July will soon be here, which will be proceeded by our sales of fireworks.  The booth, which has been expanded, thanks to Lion Henk, will open for sales on June 28th, so please keep the week between then and July 4th open as much as possible so you can volunteer to man the booth.  Keep in mind that fireworks sales may well become our major fund raiser due to cut backs in our profits for beer sales at the Fair.  Everyone’s help will be needed!!
Installation of Officers for 2011-12:  The installation of officers is planned for Wednesday, June 8th , beginning at 6:00 p.m.  We will have steak and chicken with a donation jar to help offset the cost of the meal.  The Lioness and the Oroville Branch are invited to the event.
