Camp McCumber: 



Lions Henk Roelofs and Bob Trueax traveled to Camp McCumber on April 23rd to check out a couple of work projects in the “Old Town” portion of the camp.  These were the first four cabins built.  They have held up well over the years, but have a couple of problems.  


The first problem is they have porches about 30 inches off the ground with no railings.  A couple of years ago, a girl fell off one, hit her head on a rock and had to be airlifted out.  She recovered with no problems, but it pointed out the need for railings.  We have a plan to accomplish that.  There are eight porches on four cabins, and each has two steps, except for one which has three steps.  


The second problem is windows, or lack thereof.  Actually, there are four openings per cabin at 30 inches high by 48 inches wide.  They have screens and a heavy shutter, which is hinged at the top and can be opened by pulling and tying off a rope inside the cabin.  Should the rope break or come loose with someone underneath, that someone might get a serious head ache.  Our plan is to cut the shutters in half vertically, and rehinge them to swing open to the side and latch.



Lion Henk will bring this up at the May 6th meeting and at the board meeting on the 13th.
